The purpose of the event was to provide 

newcomers and cinema enthusiasts with a comprehensive understanding of the Film Society's purpose, nature, 

and vision, as well as an overview of event scheduling and general member guidelines. Attendees engaged in 

lively conversations and shared their favourite movies, actors, and scripts. Additionally, Mr. Freddy Singaraj, the 

convener of the Film Society, presented its objectives, followed by a screening of Benjamin Cleary's Oscar-winning 

film, "Stutterer.”

On September 23, 2022, in honour of National Cinema Day, the college celebrated the rich heritage of Indian 

cinema. The Mithibai Film Society spearheaded "Celluloid Ki Dastaan," a celebration that brought together over 

300 students to revel in the enchantment of Indian cinema. The event featured Cosplay, Cinema Olympics, Dance 

Captain, and a musical tribute that tied everything together. Principal Prof. Krutika Desai engaged with the 

audience on the significance of cinema in the human experience. On November 18, 2022, the Mithibai Film Society 

organised its inaugural film screening with a tribute to renowned film director Martin Scorsese's legacy and 

influence. The event began with a short video created by the society's volunteers in honour of Scorsese's 

completion of 55 years in Hollywood. The chosen film for the screening was "Shutter Island," viewed by 55 

students. The session included a comprehensive analysis of the film's technical and cinematic elements, as well as 

a breakdown of Scorsese's signature filming techniques.

On November 25, 2022, a Screenplay Writing workshop was conducted for the Film Society members at Juhu 

Jagruti Hall. The guest speaker for the event was Ms. Mohini Alok Mishra, a prolific writer who has contributed to 

the scripts of blockbuster films such as Dabangg 3, Zero, Prasthanam, and Kalakandi. During the workshop, Ms. 

Mishra provided valuable insights into the key aspects of screenwriting, using popular film screenplays as 

examples to engage the 70 interested students in attendance. The Film Society hosted a Direction Workshop on 

December 2, 2022. The workshop was conducted by the renowned filmmaker Vibhu Kashyap, who aimed to 

enlighten the audience on everything that falls under the umbrella term of "direction" and dispel common myths 

around it. On 9th December 2022, the Film Society organised a special screening of Paresh Mokashi's acclaimed 

film, Harishchandrachi Factory, followed by a discussion with the filmmaker. The purpose of the event was to 

provide insight into the history of Indian Cinema and to shed light on the struggles encountered by the father of 

Indian Cinema in creating the country's first-ever movie. On January 13, 2023, the Film Society hosted a Short Film 

Marathon, featuring a collection of highly acclaimed short films from around the world. The screening was 

attended by 56 participants, who enjoyed a diverse range of films including 1500 Words, The Gunfighter, Tokri, 

The Neighbour's Window, The Tokyo Project, Ahalya, and the closing film, Lost and Found. This marked the 

conclusion of the Film Society's events for the academic year.

NGO BAZAAR: Under the Flagship program of NGO-Bazaar, the ISR Committee invited 12 NGOs over the course 

of 2 days (24th and 25th January 2023) to set up stalls of their merchandise on the college campus in order to raise 

funds for the respective causes that the NGO represent.The items included clothes, accessories, artwork, organic 

food items, stationery, paintings etc. Approximate footfall on day 1 was 300 and on day 2 was around 700. The 

NGOs were able to raise good amount of funds at the end of the event.

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WRITERS' PROGRAM: The Junior and Degree  College committee came together to hold the Writers' program.

Mentorship Program
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Library Report

Mithibai College Jitendra Library occupies a carpet area of 6900 sq. ft. with 232 users seating capacity. It is air-

conditioned and is supported with Wi-Fi, Digital CCTV, RFID gates, Self-Issue and Book Drop Kiosk. Library 

users can globally access Online Databases through a portal. The library shares its resources under Inter-Library 

Loan with other libraries of SVKM.

The in-house functions of the library are automated through KOHA software. The OPAC of Koha assists the users 

in locating the reading material by title, author and subject queries. Online Catalogue of books and non-book 

material is available through the Union Web OPAC.

The library serves its stakeholders, students and staff with its vast collection of books, journals, CDs and other 

resources. A dedicated section of books for competitive exams like UPSC/MPSC, etc., has been provided, and also 

a separate stack for books on “Research Methodology” has been earmarked. The reference section offers students 

specialized books, coffee table books and reference books. The library has a vast collection of bound volumes.

The library has subscribed to various journals and magazines and 20 local daily newspapers for users. It has also 

subscribed to 2 international e-newspapers. An 'Open Access' aids the users in picking a book of their choice in the 

stack area. Junior college students, under graduate and postgraduate students, can issue one, two and four books, 

respectively, for fifteen days. The library has been upgraded with RFID (Radio Frequency Identification) to secure 

its collection against intentional/ unintentional theft. The library is now equipped with the Self Issue Kiosk for 

users to issue books and has also installed a Book Drop kiosk, wherein the books can be returned through 

automated systems on or before the due date. The library has procured a Braille Embosser for the differently abled 

students, which helps in printing the required study material in Braille Language/script.

Researchers, faculty and students can access the Plagiarism Check tool with an individual login. The Database 

Hub facility of 12 computers enables the students to browse their educational needs. The Reading Hall facility can 

be availed by Mithibai College Alumni students  also who are pursuing higher studies.

A Local Library Committee has been formed comprising the Head of Departments that frequently meets for policy 

making and the smooth functioning of the Library. The library staff prepares RFID Identity Cards for the students 

and staff and also register the same in the Biometric software.

Jitendra Library has been publishing “The Mithibai Chronicles”, a bimonthly newsletter of Mithibai College, from 
ndDecember 2021. The Newsletter has entered into its 2  year of publication and till date seven newsletters have 

been published with the objective of providing information about New Arrivals and other library resources to the 

library users. Additionally, it serves as a communication channel between the library and its users.

With the objective of introducing the participants to fascinating forms of marine life, so that not only do they 

appreciate the wonders of nature but also will be motivated to contribute towards its conservation, the Nisarg 

Nature Club had organized a 'Marine Walk' at Juhu Koliwada, on Thursday, 24th November 2022 from 4.00 

pm to 6.00 pm. A total of 26 students from diverse subject backgrounds had participated in this program 

escorted by T. V. Bicheesh Balan from Dept. of Zoology and Ms. Taqdis Pawle from the Dept. of Mathematics. 

The marine walk started around 4.30 pm with an introduction to marine life and their significance. With the 

receding tide, they walked in the seaward direction, observing the diverse forms of marine life, many of which 

greatly fascinated the participants. The important sightings included molluscans like Umbonium, Trochus, 

Turbo, Bivalves, Cowries etc. Egg masses of Squids, Spiral melongena, Nassarius etc were also seen. Soft coral 

sea fan belonging to the genus Pseudopterogorgia and hard coral like Cladangia exusta were also observed 

besides sponges, marine algae, crabs, Eels fishes etc. The program concluded around 6.00 pm with a group 

photo session. It was a fruitful experience for the participants.

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Science Association

The Science Association organized a popular science lecture in association with Indian Women Scientist 

Association (IWSA) on September 19, 2022. The lecture was supported by BRNS (Board of Research in Nuclear 

Sciences) – DAE (Department of Atomic Energy). The guest speaker of the event was Dr. Umasankari Kannan, 

Head, Reactor Physics Design Division of Bhabha Atomic Research Centre (BARC) and a senior professor in Homi 

Bhabha National Institute (HBNI). She is responsible for the design of modern reactors in India and is also leading 

the team for experimental reactor physics activities and irradiation in reactors and other facilities. 

In the lecture, Dr. Kannan stressed on the need of Nuclear Energy as a green source of energy in the Indian context 

and introduced the concept of 3-Stage Nuclear Power Plan adopted by the Indian Government. She explained in 

detail the working of a thorium based Nuclear Reactor as well as the science, engineering, economics, health and 

safety, psychology and politics involved in the design and working of nuclear reactors. Dr. Kannan also described 

the process of Mining, enrichment and disposal of uranium and thorium in the world. She reiterated the 

importance of nuclear waste and the process of Radioactive Waste Management.  

Dr. Kannan also guided our students about the possible research internships being carried out at BARC. This 

lecture was attended by 121 students and 14 faculty members from diverse fields.

The talent pool of the college attracted companies like Godrej, Kotak, D E Shaw, Reliance Jiotech, Wipro,

The packages offered this year were a notch above the previously years. The highest package secured was an 

astounding INR 19 Lakh offered by Nation with NaMo while other significant ones were INR 14.1 by Axxela 

Financial Services, INR 12.88 by Futures First and 12.56 by ZS Associates.

2022 followed by an offline Citizen's Rights Workshop in November, 2022. While the former session 

introduced the nature of work and clarified concerns, the latter session informed the registered students 

about their rights as per the Constitution of India. 

th thIn the month of December, from the 9  to 16  of 2022, a series of workshops were conducted for all second and 

third year degree students as well as second year postgraduation students on 'Sexual Rights & Sexual Health'. 

Resource persons from the organization StandWeSpeak (funded by the NITI Aayog) Ms. Priyal Agarwal 

(psychologist) and Dr. Keshav (physician) were invited to address important concerns about safe sex 

practices, different methods of contraception, consequences of unhealthy practices (details of the sexually-

transmitted diseases) and most importantly, about their sexual rights.

Dr. Kamran Qureshi and Dr. Dipika Bishnoi from the Community Medicine Department at Cooper Hospital 

addressed aspects of building healthy relationships, online dating, sexually transmitted diseases, 

precautionary measures and solutions to tackle online crimes related to it.
